
QUANTICO ORIENTEERING CLUB, INCORPORATEDPRIVATE 


ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION

ARTICLE I -- NAME


The corporation defined and established by these Articles of Incorporation shall be known as the Quantico Orienteering Club, Incorporated, hereinafter referred to as the Club or the Corporation.

ARTICLE II -- PURPOSE


It shall be the express purpose of the Club to encourage and foster the sport of orienteering, with particular emphasis on competitive orienteering, by every feasible and lawful means deemed advisable by the General Membership and the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE III -- MEMBERSHIP


There shall be but one class of members, known as the General Membership.  The Club shall accept as a General Member any person demonstrating an interest in orienteering, and a willingness to contribute both to the spirit and to the activities of the Club.


Membership in the General Membership shall be based on the payment of such dues as may be established by the By-laws, and shall grant to the Member the right to wear Club patches, participate in all Club activities, and the right, without limitation, to cast a vote in all elections of Directors and all other matters on which votes may be taken.  No proxy votes be permitted.

ARTICLE IV -- BY-LAWS


The internal regulation and management of the Club shall be set forth in the By-laws of the Club.  The initial By-laws shall be adopted by the Board of Directors as soon as possible after incorporation.  The By-laws may thereafter be amended, altered, or repealed by the General Membership, at any time it deems it appropriate to do so.  The By-laws shall, inter alia, establish quorum requirements, and the number of votes which shall be necessary to adopt any measure.

ARTICLE V -- DISSOLUTION


In the event of dissolution of the Corporation, the assets of the Club shall be distributed as provided by law.  However, in no event shall the assets of the Club be distributed to the General Membership, but shall be otherwise distributed as may be provided in a plan of distribution adopted by the Corporation.

ARTICLE VI -- REGISTERED AGENT AND BUSINESS ADDRESS


The initial business address of the Corporation shall be 6212 Thomas Drive, Springfield, Virginia 22150, the initial registered agent of the Corporation shall be Sidney Sachs, who is a Director of the Corporation, and a resident of the Commonwealth of Virginia.

ARTICLE VII -- BOARD OF DIRECTORS


The initial Board of Directors shall consist of six persons.  At the first meeting of the General Membership of the Club, called after incorporation, the General Membership shall elect the number of Directors set forth in the By-laws to replace the Directors named herein.  Nothing shall prevent an initial Director from being elected as a replacement Director.  The term of office of each Director shall be one year from the date of election of the first replacement Directors, and each Director shall hold office until his successor shall have been chosen.  The president of the Club shall be a Director thereof.  Each Director shall otherwise also be an officer of the Corporation.
